2. Research Methods
Briefly describe: the methods that will meet planned research goals and / or solve identified research problems.
3. Results and discussion
Briefly describe: complete, planned or ongoing research, significance of their own ideas in relation to previous research, expected contribution of research.
4. Conclusion
Briefly describe: importance and value of proposed research.
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
